2009 ODAWG Annual General Meeting
November 24, 2009
7:00 pm Legends Centre

Welcome:  Clare welcomed those in attendance (see attached list) and introduced the executive members.  The agenda was posted and explained.  Coffee, tea and doughnuts were available.
Presentation:  The power point presentation made to the Community Services Committee by Clare and Debi on November 17th was presented.  It was explained that ODAWG had requested a minor adjustment to the off leash boundaries to make walking in the park safer and complying with the rules easier. The complaints stemming from the park are consistent from year to year and are about people walking their dogs off leash in the on leash area of the park. At issue are the often muddy and icy trails at the entrance to the off leash area due to drainage and the erosion around the south bridge.  The posed solution would see the entrance trail becoming the presently chipped trail that runs eastward straight into the park rather than turning to the south where drainage is an issue.  There are also concerns regarding a lack of signage on the eastern edge of the park coming in from the Maddock Court area.  There have been serious problems with dogs chasing and killing sheep on the adjacent farm.  The Committee referred the issue back to the City to be further addressed which was ODAWG’s preferred outcome. 
Special Projects:	Two special projects were announced and a request for volunteers to sit on committees was issued.  The two projects are a Memorial project to remember pets that are no longer with us and a Bench project.  The plan is to erect benches that use wood from within the park, so that people can rest or enjoy the dogs playing.  The Ambassador program was also explained and those interested were asked to contact Diane.  Sign-up sheets and membership forms were available at the back tables.
Volunteer Recognition:  Peter Lipscomb, Tom Harris and Sig Meitner, three volunteers who have gone above and beyond the call of duty were awarded “Bow Wow Awards”.  Thank you again for all your hard work and dedication gentlemen!
Wood Chip Work Party:  The City of Oshawa will be dumping supplies of wood chips in the Orchard area.  Volunteers to help spread the chips around are asked to come out on either of the tentative dates Saturday November 28th or December 6th.
Elections:  All members of the present executive were willing to stand again, but were looking for additional executive members at large to assist with the work load.
	At the end of discussion four members had agreed to join the group and were unanimously voted in:  Anne Clarke—nominated by Joanne Smith and seconded by Dave Marlowe; Joanne Smith—nominated by Anne Clarke, seconded by Jennifer Harsell, Bernadett Henderson put her own name forward and was seconded by Judy Donegan and Barb Puddy volunteered to help with membership files.  Jennifer Harsell also expressed an interest in putting together a calendar as a fundraising project.  Welcome aboard ladies!
Treasurer’s Report:	Yvonne informed those in attendance that the Bank Balance as of October 31, 2009 was $2208.11 and cash on hand was $199.45.  It was explained that the primary expense is the disposable dog poop bags that are supplied by ODAWG.  Motion Carried.

Meeting adjourned.  Corey Panas motioned that the meeting be adjourned and the motion carried.
