The CIBC at Rossland Plaza will be closing in the very near future and the accounts will be moved to the new CIBC on Taunton Road adjacent to the Sobey’s.  Yvonne will be looking into the most suitable account for ODAWG’s needs and find out about the use of automatic debit though on-line banking for membership etc.
Since January 2010, 16,000 Practica bags have been ordered and they account for 89% of our expenses.  Marty will look into getting a better price from Practica and possibly switching to the non-compostable bags which are considerably cheaper.  Another option is to switch to a different variety of bag and build a dispenser to fit.
Reports:
Pitch In Week/ Membership Drive Results (Debi):
Debi reported that Pitch-In was a success with good participation including several students looking for volunteer hours who helped for a good portion of the day.  There were a number of “new” volunteers and that was a welcome sign.  Yvonne has already covered the membership drive details.
Membership Renewals (Barb):  There was no report from Barb, but Debi showed the group the design for the window cling that she had forwarded to Barb for pricing. 

City of Oshawa  Bill had sent Clare drawings of the new signage for the Maddock Court/Pondview Court areas.  Brad has sent notice that the slope by the eastern spillway will need to be terraced (stepped) because it is too steep to hair pin the trail.  Clare will keep us up to date on the dates for the improvements.
Special Projects (Marty):  Marty will contact Bill regarding the role of the forestry personnel in helping us with the log bases for the benches.  Since Debi posted the note on the garbage pails asking for assistance, a few groups have come forward to assist.  Individuals are also taking full bags out to the front entrance.  Cory has agreed to contribute another donation for poop bags.

Animal Services:  At the present time there is no replacement for Kathy Duncan.
